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The project includes gravity and low pressure sewers, three new pumping stations (Balfour Lane, Perch Pond Road, 
and Sky Way), and one odor control facility (Wilfred Road). 

Construction of sewers will reduce the nitrogen loading to our groundwater and sensitive estuaries and will provide 
water quality benefits for community residents and businesses in Chatham. 

CWSRF programs operate around the country to provide states and communities the resources necessary to 
maintain and improve the infrastructure that protects our valuable water resources nationwide.
